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1. The Hurdles and Field Events Festival shall be for all Juvenile, Junior and Senior Athletes.

2. Athletes must be registered with the Secretary of the NAAA for the year 2018 to be eligible
to participate at this festival.

3. No athlete shall be allowed to participate in an event without his/her registration numbers
properly secured or printed on the front and back of his/her vest.

4. If an Athletes’ registration number is lost or misplaced, he/she is not permitted to replace it. A
replacement number will be provided at a cost of $30.00 by the NAAATT.

5. Athletes must be properly attired in their club’s uniform to participate in an event, failing
which he/she may not be permitted to compete.

6. Athletes will not be permitted to participate in any event wearing the uniform (partly or
fully) of Trinidad and Tobago or any other National Federation except when permitted to
do so by the National Governing Body.

7. ATHLETES MUST REPORT TO THE CALL ROOM AT LEAST FORTY-FIVE (45)
MINUTES BEFORE THE SCHEDULED TIME OF THE EVENT AND THEREAFTER
TO THE CALL ROOM TEN (10) MINUTES BEFORE THE EVENT, FAILING WHICH
THE ATHLETE MAY NOT BE ALLOWED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE EVENT.

8. Athletes are not allowed on the track or center field (infield) except when required when
required to participate in an event.

9. Any athlete who checks in at the Call Room or who has qualified by reason of qualifying
round to participate in an event must participate in an event, failure to do so without the
expressed permission of the Competition Director may result in the disqualification of the
athlete from further participation in the Festival.

10. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to refuse entry, cancel any event or frame a
new event should it become necessary to do so.

11. All protests must be done in Accordance with IAAF Rule #146.
